We are writing to you, the chair of the Nanaimo-Ladysmith School Board, requesting that you share this
message with attachments with your fellow trustees.
 
We encourage you to take a leadership role in implementing a Sanctuary Schools policy in your district to
provide access to basic education for all children eligible under the School Act. Please find attached a
briefing note explaining what a Sanctuary Schools policy is and why it is important to pass such a policy.
Migrant families should be able to register, without needing an advocate, in a welcoming, safe, anti-racist
environment. As explained in the attached briefing note, Sanctuary Health met directly with
representatives of the Funding and Financial Accountability Branch at the Ministry of Education and
discussed common concerns raised by school districts about Sanctuary Schools policies. The Ministry's
response, confirming their ongoing commitment to access to basic education for all ordinarily resident
children regardless of immigration status, is included in the briefing note.
 
We also encourage you to support the attached motion being put forward at the upcoming B.C. School
Trustees Association (BCSTA) Annual General Meeting. This motion is an important opportunity for
school boards to work together to recognize and support the right to education. We believe that the most
effective way to create accessible, welcoming schools is for school districts to work together. The BCSTA
is the perfect forum to implement this work. In 1989, the BCSTA participated in a review of the School
Act, writing that “all children resident in a district should be eligible to attend public school. School boards
should not be asked to police the Immigration Act.” This motion seeks to continue this history of fighting
for the Right to Education.

Recommendation
That every school district in BC implement a Sanctuary 
Schools policy that


•	 ensures all school age children who are ordinarily resident 
in the school district, including those with precarious 
immigration status or no immigration status in Canada, 
are entitled to admission in schools


•	 establishes that BC families can demonstrate that they 
meet residency requirements under the School Act without 
disclosing information related to their immigration status; 
for example, by providing a copy of a tenancy agreement, a 
utility bill, or a letter from a community member, such as a 
religious leader or service provider explaining their situation.


•	 introduces multilingual communications and a public 
education strategy to inform families and all school 
district staff, including teachers, administrators, and 
school office staff, about the residency information parents 
can provide in order to register their children for school.


•	 provides training for staff about admission procedures, 
migrants’ many different journeys of migration, and the 
vulnerabilities created by our immigration system. 


•	 gives meaningful guidance to school officials that they 
have a positive duty not to disclose information to parties 
like the Canada Border Services Agency unless they are 
legally compelled by a court order to do so.


Objective
Migrant families with precarious or no immigration status 
should be able to register, without an advocate, in a welcoming, 
safe, anti-racist environment. The Sanctuary Schools policy 
aims to provide access to basic education for all children 
regardless of their immigration status without fear of detention 
or deportation. In most districts, this has not been the practice. 
It seems that, for many administrators across the province, 
the default orientation towards undocumented families and 
families with precarious immigration status is suspicion 
and distrust, and they ask inappropriate and disrespectful 
questions. In accompanying families to register their kids, 
we have witnessed a lack of awareness about the realities of 
migrant families with precarious or no immigration status.


The Provincial Context
Section 82 of the BC School Act mandates the provision of free 
education to every school age student if they and their guardian 
are “ordinarily resident” in British Columbia. When the School 
Act was drafted, early drafts limited education funding to 
citizens and permanent residents; however, the BC Teachers’ 
Federation, the BC Principals’ & Vice-Principals Association 
and the BC School Trustees Association mobilised to keep the 
language “ordinarily resident” in the Act, noting that “school 
boards should not be asked to police the Immigration Act.” 
BC School Districts are mandated to provide welcoming and 
safe education to all children in British Columbia, and not to 
enforce immigration law and bring the borders to our schools.


The Federal Context
The Immigration and Refugee Protection Act is clear that 
children resident in Canada- regardless of citizenship or 
immigration status-are entitled to study without the need for 
authorization. Canada is a signatory to the UN Convention on 
the Rights of the Child; Articles 28 and 29 of the Convention 
declare that every child has the right to education. Over the 
past twenty years, the federal government has overhauled 
our immigration system cutting off pathways to permanent 
residence and entrenching temporary programs. Canada’s 
immigration laws force many migrants into precarious 
situations and legal statuses, enabling exploitation by 
employers, immigration consultants and spouses. Living 
without access to social services, and a constant fear of 
detention and deportation by the Canada Border Services 
Agency, is not a situation that people choose when they have 
alternatives.


BRIEFING NOTE: SANCTUARY SCHOOLS

The BC Ministry of Education Position on 
Sanctuary Schools Policies
The Funding and Financial Accountability Branch at the 
Ministry of Education confirmed directly with Sanctuary 
Health:


•	   School boards are responsible for complying with 
provincial law and regulations. The Ministry and boards 
of education do not have the authority to enforce federal 
immigration law. 


•	   The Ministry does not request specific immigration 
documents as a part of its compliance audit process. 
The compliance reviews follow the Eligibility policy 
which says: “Student files should contain reference to the 
documentation used to support eligibility for funding”. 


•	   The “Other classes of persons for whom the ministry 
will provide operating grant funding” segment in the 
Eligibility of Students for Operating Grant Funding 
policy was created with a focus on a number of family 
circumstances that may be reported for funding by school 
boards in addition to those who have a clear entitlement 
to public education under Section 82 of the School Act “if 
the board of education requests funding via Form 1701”. It 
was not intended to exclude families who are BC residents 
and may have unresolved federal immigration status. 
The Ministry will continue to remind school districts to 
familiarize their staff with the entire Eligibility policy 
and not to focus solely on the “Other classes of persons” 
segment. 


•	   Similarly, the lists of positive and negative indicia of 
“ordinary residence” in this policy were created to “assist 
boards in making determinations of whether a person is 
ordinarily resident in BC”. These indicators are not an 
exhaustive list for BC residency evidence.

Motion 
 


Please clarify who the recipient of the motion is/who should do the work associated with 
the motion. (e.g. Ministry of Education, Ministry of Finance, etc.) 
 


The BCSTA develop a template to help Boards of Education remove barriers to 
registration for students with precarious or no immigration status in their Districts; and 
that the BCSTA calls on the BC Ministry of Education to remove barriers for students 
with precarious or no immigration status. 


Rationale 
 


Provide a succinct description of why this motion is needed, plus any relevant 
background information. 
 


Under international human rights agreements, states have agreed to ensure access to 
education for every child without exception. The Universal Declaration on the Rights 
of the Child, which Canada signed in 1990, recognizes the right of a child to 
education, and protection against all forms of discrimination or punishment based on 
the status, activities, expressed opinions, or beliefs of the child’s parents, legal 
guardians, or family members.  


The BC School Act clearly states that any school-age child who lives in a community 
is eligible for public education and requires the Ministry to provide funding for every 
student.  


The late Anita Hagen, Minister of Education from 1991 to 1993, spoke in the 
Legislative Assembly about the importance of ensuring students not be denied 
registration because of the immigration status of their parents.  


In 1989, our association participated in a review of the School Act. Our written 
submission states: “all children resident in a district should be eligible to attend public 
school. School boards should not be asked to police the Immigration Act.” 


Several explanations are offered around reluctance or refusal to register students 
including a misplaced concern about federal immigration laws; concern that the 
District will not receive funding for the student or will have difficulties when audited; 
and concern that opening the doors to sanctuary students will somehow mean they 
are unable to charge international student fees which have become a significant 
portion of some District’s revenues. None of these objections are valid when 
investigated and should not continue to present barriers. Currently barriers include 
references to citizenship or immigration from registration information, checklists, or 
forms, which are not necessary to confirm residency.  It is important to expand which 
documents acceptable to demonstrate that a student and guardian meet the 
requirements of the School Act as living in the community, or “ordinarily resident”.  It is 
critical that schools do not exceed their jurisdiction by providing student or family 
information to immigration enforcement agencies, except where expressly required to 







 
 


do so by law.  It is also important to communicate clearly to the community that the 
District is committed to ensuring all students can attend school regardless of 
immigration status.  Training for school staff about sanctuary schools and the 
importance of maintaining student and family privacy at all times would also need to 
reviewed.
